RACE ELIGIBILITY & ENTRIES: Only PNSA J3 age athletes are eligible to compete (yob ’96 & ’97).  Entry 
fees are $36 per race.  The total event entry is $144.  Athletes must have a current USSA Competitor License.   
 
Registration for the entire event is available on-line at www.mthoodacademy.com.  Payment for the entire event is 
accepted on-line, or send the entry fee check to the address below.   
 
Athletes who are not competing in all races will need to mail, Fax or email a USSA Entry form.  All athletes must 
also submit a Skibowl Release and a Meadows Release part 1 and part 2 to the contact below.

ENTRY DEADLINE: Entries must be received by 12:00 noon Tuesday February 15th.  A list of competitors will 
be posted at www.mthoodacademy.com on Wednesday February 16th by 6:00pm.  All corrections and cancellations 
must be sent to michelegrebisz@yahoo.com by the end of the day Thursday February 17th.  No entries will be 
accept on day of the race.

RACE HQ:  During the Super G competition, Race Headquarters will be located in the Outback Lodge at Skibowl 
West from 7:00am –8:30am.  Pick up start lists, results and any unclaimed awards at Race Headquarters during 
these hours.  For the Slalom competition Race Headquarters will be located at Mt. Hood Meadows. 
 
LIFT TICKETS:  Super-G lift tickets are $38.00 each day at Skibowl West.  Slalom lift tickets are $48.00 at Mt. 
Hood Meadows.  Coaches who are on the PNSA coaches list may pick up tickets at TC meetings.  PNSA Elite 
Passes will be honored and will be issued daily at the ticket windows. 
 
RACER BIBS:  Bibs will be issued at Friday's TC meeting for all Super-G races. Racers will turn in SG bibs at the 
scoreboard after Sunday's final race.  Bibs will be re-issued at the Slalom TC meeting for Monday's race. Again, 
turn in bibs at the scoreboard upon completion of the SL race.  Racers will be charged $50.00 for missing bibs. 
  
AWARDS:  Presented to the first 5 places for each race.  Ceremony will be outside the Outback Lodge for Super-G 
and the Meadows lodge for Slalom, approximately 30 minutes following the end of each day or racing.
